Registration must be sub-
mitted by August 1. Walk-
ins will only be accepted on 

Saturday, August 17 between 
9:30 – 10 a.m.; supplies are 
not guaranteed.

STEVENS POINT -- For 

great prices on hardy cen-
tral Wisconsin perennials, 
attend the Portage County 
Master Gardener Associa-
tion annual plant sale on 
Saturday, May 18. It will 
be held in the parking lot 
of  the Portage County 
Courthouse Annex, 1462 
Strongs Avenue, Stevens 
Point. The sale will be 
held from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m. 

Master Gardener mem-
bers dig and divide their 
perennials for the sale. 
The selection is enhanced 
with flats of  several addi-
tional popular perennials 
and annuals from a near-
by wholesale nursery. 
Herbs, vegetable seedlings 
and some houseplants 
and shrubs also will be 
available. Master Garden-
ers will be on hand to an-
swer questions, offer tips 
and help direct visitors 

to plants that meet their 
growing conditions. All 
plants are labeled.

Plants typically sell for 
$2 to $10, and the selection 
is best early. Money raised 

at the plant sale supports 
horticulture education 
programs and books, 
scholarships, area school 
projects and public flow-
erbeds.
